Fine Grading Contract at New Town High School
May 13, 2003

On November 20, 2001, the Board of Education approved an award of contract to TC
Simons, Inc. for the fine grading contract for the construction of New Town High School. The
contract documents provided for the seeding of al fields, with the exception of the football field
that will be covered with sod. In order to have the use of additional fields for the start of the
2003/04 school year, the Department of Physical Facilities has requested that two soccer/field
hockey fields also be covered with sod at this time. TC Simons, Inc. has provided a price of
$86,063.00 for sodding two additional fields.

This price proposal has been reviewed by our in-house engineering staff and found
reasonable. At this time, the Department of Physical Facilities requests approva of a change
order in the amount of $86,063.00 with the TC Simons, Inc. for sodding two soccer/field hockey
fields at New Town High School.
